Operating a poorly maintained unit can result in serious injuries to
operator or bystanders. Always follow all maintenance instructions
as written, otherwise serious personal injury can result.

Maintenance Schedule
Good maintenance is essential for safe, economical and trouble-free operation.

Follow the inspection and maintenance recommendations and schedules in
this manual.
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Under normal conditions, the control cables have minimal slack
when self-propel control handle is not engaged. The handle
will spontaneously return to its original or highest position when
it is released.

Adjusting the SPEED ADAPT TM Self-Propel

Proper tension is important for the SPEED ADAPT TM self-propel 
system to function as intended. Check the amount of tension and
adjust accordingly. 

X1. Replace blades more often when mowing in sandy soil.
X2. Change more often when operating under a heavy load or in high ambient
        temperatures. 
X3. Service more often when operating in dirty or dusty conditions.

If self-propel control handle does not
return to original position when released, 
adjust self-propel cable.
1. To increase cable tension or remove
       the cable slack, turn the adjustment
       bolt down to shorten the cable.
2. To decrease cable tension or add
       cable slack, turn the adjustment
       bolt (19) up to extend the cable.

Cleaning the Air Filter

Do not spray water on the engine. Water can damage engine or
contaminate the fuel system.

1. Rotate knobs (20) and remove the
       air filter cover (21).
2. Remove the filter element.
3. To loosen debris, gently tap the filter
       on a hard surface. If the filter is
       excessively dirty, replace with
       a new filter.
4. Install the filter element into the
       air filter case.
5. Close the air filter cover.
6. Rotate knobs to lock air filter cover.
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1. Shut off the engine, disconnect
       spark plug cable and wait for all
       moving parts to stop.
2. Remove the grass catcher and
       discharge chute, and then 
       install the mulching plug.
3. Move the machine to a level surface.

Always shut off the machine, disconnect spark plug cable, wait for
all moving parts to stop, and allow the machine to cool before
servicing or cleaning it.

Cleaning the Deck and Cutting Blades

The cutting blade continues to rotate for a few seconds after the
engine is shut off.
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1. Shut off the engine, disconnect
       spark plug cable and wait for all
       moving parts to stop.
2. Remove the grass catcher and
       discharge chute, and then 
       install the mulching plug.
3. Move the machine to a level surface.

Always shut off the machine, disconnect spark plug cable, wait for
all moving parts to stop, and allow the machine to cool before
servicing or cleaning it.

Cleaning the Deck and Cutting Blades

The cutting blade continues to rotate for a few seconds after the
engine is shut off.



4. Lower the machine to its lowest
       cutting-height setting.
5. Firmly attach the hose connector 
       into the cleaning hole-connector on
       the deck.  
6. Attach other end of hose to water
       supply and turn on water.
7. Connect the spark plug cable, start
       the engine, and let the machine run 
       for 3 to 5 minutes with the blades
       turning.
8. Release the blade control handle, 
       stop the engine, and shut off water.
       Check the deck and cutters. 
       Repeat as necessary.
9. After cleaning, remove the hose
       and store in a clean and safe place.
10. Remove the water from the deck
       and cutter surface, and then lightly
       grease the cutter to avoid corrosion
       and rust.
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Start the engine carefully according to instructions and with feet
well away from the blade.

Do not tilt the lawn mower when starting the engine. Start the
mower on a level surface, free of high grass or obstacles.

Keep hands and feet away from the rotating parts. Do not start the
engine when standing in front of the discharge opening.

A blade that is bent or damaged could break apart and could
cause injury or death. Inspect the blades periodically for wear or
damage. Replace if needed.

Blades are very sharp. Touching them may lead to severe
personal injury. Avoid touching blades whenever possible, and
always wear gloves to protect hands.

Be sure to disconnect the spark plug wire before working on the
cutting blade to prevent accidental engine starting.

Replacing the Cutting Blades

When cleaning, refrain from all other actions, such as mowing, 
mulching etc.

Do not use garden hose or pressure washing equipment to clean
engine. These can force water into air filter or muffler and damage
machine.

• Turn the mower on its side and
       ensure mower is oriented so that
       air filter points up.
• Make the blade perpendicular to the
       ground and use a wood block to
       prevent the blade from rotating.
